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National Association of Industrial and Office Properties (NAIOP) Experiences Unprecedented Growth

Number of New Members Recruited Surpasses Increases 1999-2002

Washington, D.C. – Innovative programming, foresight of industry trends and a powerful, unified voice on Capitol Hill are just some of the reasons why the National Association of Industrial and Office Properties (NAIOP), the nation’s leading trade association for developers, owners, investors, asset managers and other professionals in industrial, office and mixed-use commercial real estate, has experienced significant growth so far this year. Since January, 2,139 members have joined the association, bringing the total number of members to 15,023. This number is up ten percent from the previous year and 81.4 percent since 1999, a year of considerable membership growth. In May, NAIOP also welcomed the addition of its 54 chapter in Southwest Florida.
“NAIOP has experienced extraordinary growth throughout North America. Commercial real estate developers are seeking a place where they can come together to network and expand their professional knowledge. NAIOP is meeting that need on both the chapter and national level,” said Thomas J. Bisacquino, NAIOP president. “We are extremely proud of this growth and are confident of the benefits an active, engaged membership brings to all elements of the association.”

NAIOP also supports diversity within the industry and has pledged to increase membership among women, minorities and young professionals. To do so, NAIOP launched a “Developing Leaders” membership category and initiative for individuals 35 years or younger. So far this year, 393 new members have enrolled as a Developing Leader, bringing the total number of members in this age category to 1,482.

“Another segment of the membership that we are excited to see rising is among women,” said Marc Selvitelli, CAE, NAIOP vice president for membership and chapter relations. “Of those members who have joined NAIOP in 2007, 26 percent are women. This is significant, considering 16.8 percent of total membership last year consisted of women. We are pleased to embrace this industry-wide shift.”

NAIOP is continuing to see growth in areas around the country and is exploring launching several new chapters throughout North America by the end of the year. In June, NAIOP’s Web site (www.naiop.org) attracted an all-time high of 153,630 visitors.
